	DAY 1                                                   TRANSATLANTIC FLIGHT TO TEL AVIV

Sense the agony of Christ's crucifixion at Gordon's Calvary (Luke 23) and experience the exhilaration and reality of the resurrection at the Garden Tomb (Luke 24).  (B/L/D)

DAY 4                          YAD VASHEM / VALLEY OF ELAH / SAMUEL’S TOMB
Today we proceed to Mt. Zion on the south side of Jerusalem, King David's city, where the Upper Room is located.  Sing praises in the Upper Room (Luke 22), view the traditional tomb of King David, and proceed to Caiaphas the High Priest's house (John 18) where we can walk through some of the ancient rooms.  Yad Vashem (Holocaust Museum) is a stark reminder of the potentially brutal nature of man with the intention of never allowing something like this to happen, again.  Stand in the Valley of Elah where David slew the giant Goliath (I Samuel 17).  Before returning to Jerusalem, a stop at Samuel’s Tomb is planned.  (B/L/D)

DAY 5                                                                             GETHSEMANE / DEAD SEA
First is our delicious buffet breakfast.  Stand on top of the Mt. of Olives, where our Lord ascended into heaven (Acts 1).  Take time to pray in the Garden of Gethsemane (John 18), and see olive trees that date back to the time of Christ.  After a great day of sightseeing, we travel through the Judean Wilderness to the shores of the Dead Sea for dinner and overnight.  (B/L/D)

Today is a day of leisure at our hotel on the Dead Sea.   (B/D)

DAY 7                   EIN GEDI / MASADA / JORDAN VALLEY / TIBERIAS
After breakfast, we travel to Ein Gedi, a green oasis in the middle of the wilderness.  This is where David hid from King Saul (I Samuel 23).  Next stop is Masada, the 1st century fortress built by Herod.  Reach the top of Masada by cable car and listen as the guide recounts the story of the Jews’ last stand against the Romans in 73 AD.  We travel up the Jordan Valley to the shores of the Sea of Galilee and our hotel in Tiberias for check in, dinner and overnight.   (B/L/D)

                    SEA OF GALILEE / CAPERNAUM / MT. OF BEATITUDES /

DAY 8                                        TABGHA / BOAT RIDE / JORDAN RIVER
After our delicious buffet breakfast, we will drive along the shores of the Sea of Galilee, passing the area of Magdala, home of Mary Magdalene.  Enter the 2,000-year-old remains of Capernaum (Luke 4) and stand in what is left of the synagogue in which our Lord ministered.  It was from this city that Jesus headquartered His Galilean ministry, where He performed many miracles, and where Peter lived.  We will also visit Tabgha (Luke 9), the traditional site where Jesus preached His Sermon on the Mount (Matthew 5-7), and the country of the Gadarenes (Matthew 8).  After our fish lunch, we will enjoy a beautiful boat ride across the Sea of Galilee and then stop for baptism at the Jordan River.  (B/L/D)

DAY 9                    MEGIDDO / MT. CARMEL / CAESAREA / TEL AVIV
Today say goodbye to the Galilee area and we travel through Cana where Christ performed His first miracle (John 2) and Nazareth, the boyhood home of the Lord (Luke 2).  Visit Megiddo (II Kings 23) and the Valley of Armageddon (Revelation 16).  Motorcoach to the top of Mt. Carmel where Elijah prayed down fire from heaven and defeated the 450 prophets of Baal (I Kings 18).  Journey to the Mediterranean coast to visit the remains of Caesarea by the Sea where Cornelius the Centurion and his household were saved and baptized (Acts 10), and where Paul made his defense before Festus and King Agrippa (Acts 25 & 26).  Our final stop is Tel Aviv and preparation for our flight home.  (B/L/D)
